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The study was conducted for two purposes : (1) to find out the income and the
expense of policemen in the Metropolitan Police Investigation and Interrogation Division,
and (2) to reveal the debts causes of debts and repayment of the policemen in this
division.

The data were collected by distributing questionnaires to 381 policemen working
in the Metropolitan Police Investigation and Interrogation Divisions 1-9 of the
Metropolitan Police Bureau. The total of 299 questionnaires were returmned. The
variables studied consisted of personal information, income, expense for work,
household expense and debt. Percentage, frequency and mean were used for data
analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows:

1. Personal information Most of the samples were policemen in the
Metropolitan Police Investigation and Interrogation Division 5. They were non-
commissioned policemen aged 26-35. They had worked as policemen for 11-20 years.
Most worked in the divisions for not more than 4 years and they were responsible for
investigation. The majority were married and their spouses were engaged in small
trades or were self-employed. Most had two children.

2. Income. Most of the policemen eamed a monthly salary of 8,001-10,000

baht. They had some extra allowance of about 1,000-5,000 baht. Their real eaming was
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1,400-8,000 baht. Most did not receive any risk allowance, arrest reward and money for
gasoline. They had no extra income from their work. In fact, most did not have other
incomes than their salaries.
3. Expense.

3.1 About 35.1% spent 500-2,500 baht on food. About 47.5% spent 200-
2,000 baht on clothes. About 70.9% spent 50-1,000 baht on electricity. About 61.2%
open 20-500 baht on tap water. About 43.1% paid 100-1,000 baht for the telephone bill.
About 57.2% paid 1,001-3,000 baht for the mobile phone till. About 40.8% spent 1,001-
3,000 baht on gasoline. About 25.1% spent 100-1,000 baht on hospital bills ¢f the
dependents. About 26.4% spent 100-2,000 baht on children education. About 52.2%
spent 100-1,000 baht on social activities. About 33.1% spent 50-1,000 baht on tobacco.
About 30.4% spent 200-1,000 baht for relaxation. About 12.0% spent 200-1,000 baht on
miscellaneous items. About 65.2% spent 100-1,000 baht on household necessities.
Regarding the housing expense, most of the policemen Iived'in government lodgings.
Those who could not reimburse the house rental fee spent about 2,001-4,000 renting a
house. The total household expense of most of the policemen was between 16,001-
20,000 baht..

3.2 txpense for work. It was found that the policemen bought pistols,
walkie-talkies, telescopes, including special accessories. They used their own
cars/motorcycles in work. They made monthly payment to coordinators or informants.
MoOst of them spent money for all these out of their own pockets, without support from
the organization.

4. Indebtedness. Most of the policemen were in debt in order to get money
for daily expense. They repaid the debt by having the money deducted from their
salaries. They had to repay their debt in installment to financial institutions, banks, and

financial sources outside the system. They could hardly make ends meet.
