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The study was conducted for two purposes : TE 14 855 1

1. To find out the motivation of the civil defence volunteers in doing
good to the public ;

2. To identify the factors related to their motivation.

The population in the study were 100 civil defence volunteers in Suanlung.
Minburi and Kannayao districts. A questionnaire was used as the research instrumer:.
The statistics employed to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation,

t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the volunteers were male. They were 24-46 years old. They
were married and had children. They completed secondary school. Most of them were
either employees in private companies or were engaged in general employment. Their
income was in the range of 5,001 — 8,000 baht a month.

2. The volunteers were found to have a good knowledge ard
und srstanding about the work of the civil defence volunteers.

3. Motivation level. The civil defence volunteers felt motivated to do
good for the public at a high level. Mativation in terms of being a mode! had the highest
mean, followed by readiness of family support , the reputation of the center, anq
motivation in joining the group, respectively.

4. When the hypotheses were testes, the factor affecting their feeling of
being motivated was marital status. Other factors, that is, sex, age, education,
occupation, income, knowledge and understanding about the civil defence volunteers

were found to have impact on their motivation to do good for the public.
