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The study was aimed at finding out the teachers’ opinion about Kindergarten education
in private kindergartens. The curriculum provided experiences for pre-school children so that
they could develop their bodies and minds, dispositions, society and wisdom to a full extent.
Emphasis was on arranging the environment to be fit for the condition of the local area.

The sample included school administrators, teachers and baby-sitters at private
kindergartens in Narathiwat Province. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data.

Findings

Most of the subjects were female. The majority of the school administrators had a
Bachelor’s degree and had an average of ten years of experience in school administration. Most
of thee teachers’ education was lower than a Bachelor's degree and so was the baby-sitters”.

Recommendations

For school administrators

1. A plan on kindergarten education should be set in order to prepare children for
primary school in terms of body and mind, disposition, wisdom, and language.

2. Activities suitable for children of this age should be held to develop their small and
big muscles.

3. Children should be taught to have discipline, ethics, good manners, sanitation and
sociability, including good habits.

1. The teachers should focus on the child-centered approach to meet children’s needs,
interest and differences. Children should be given an opportunity to initiate their own activities,
" which must be supported by the teachers. The teachers should facilitate their icamixig and leam
along with them.

2. A variety of games or role plays should be provided to children individually, in small
groups or in large groups.

3. Teaching media and activities should be arranged in accordance with development
psychology and children’s way of learning.

4. Parents and communities should be given a chance to participate in child
development.

5. Activities held should be in line with local culture.
