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The investigation of medicinal plants used by Karen hill tribe in Baan
Tapernkee Village in Phu Toei National Park of Suphanburi Province was carried out
by interviewing herbalists, collecting plant specimens, identifying and also by
comparing them with the authentic specimens at two herbaria of botany section
Bangkok herbarium, forest herbarium Thailand and the used plants were identified
taxonomically using taxonomic literatures such as The Flora of China, The Flora of
Java, The Flora of Malaya and The Flora of Thailand etc. One hundred and forty-one
herbs were used by Karen hill tribe in Baan Tapernkee Village and one hundred and
thirty-five species were identified. They were found to be one hundred and twenty-
one herbaceous dicots from one hundred and eleven genera representing of forty-
nine families and seven monocots from seven genera representing of seven families
and one fern and one animal. One hundred and six herbs were used as medicines,

twenty-four plants were used as food and one plant was poisonous.
