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The study was conducted for two objectives as follows : 1) to determine the degree of
relapsing of drug abuse in students 2) to identify factors which had influence on relapsing of
drug abuse in students.

Conceptual framework : the study variables were self esteem, narcotics effect belief
model, relationship with family, drug abuse behavior in peers, drug abuse behavior in family
members and life crisis.

Method of study : the study population was grade 1-6 students of secondary school. 50
of them were drug abuse with relapsing and other 50 were drug abuse without relapsing.
Percentage and Spearman rang Correlation Co-efficient were used to analyze the data.

Findings

All of the sample was male. 52% were 15-17 years old, 37% were in the 6" grade of
secondary school, 76% lived with their parents, 88% had close relationship, of loving and
helping, in their families.

The narcotics effect belicf model was the variable related to or had influence on drug

abuse relapsing behavior in the students.
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Five variables were not related to or had no.influence on drug abuse relapsing behavior in the
students. They arc as follows:

1. Self esteem was not related to drug abuse relapsing behavior in the students.

2. Relationship with family was not related to drug abuse relapsing bchavior in the
students.

3. Drug a;busc behavior in peers was not related to drug abuse relapsing behavior in the
students.

4. Drug abusc behavior in family members was not related to drug abusc relapsing
behavior in the students.

5. Lifc crisis was not related to drug abusc rclapsing behavior in the students.

recommendations

1. Schools should generate narcotics and drugs cffect news for students, parents, schools
and community to gain the precise information and knowledge on narcotics and understanding of
problems and impacts of drug abuse, hence, activate students’ sclf motivation to stay away from
narcotics.

2. Establishment of peers group to take care themselves will be a measure to prevent
students’ drug abuse.

3. Parcnts or custodians should participate in assisting students’ lcarning the facts and
harmful of narcotics, provide chance to discuss about drug abusc and family antinarcotics
policy.

4. In every classcs, schools shoutd add lessons in personal and social skill together with
antinarcotics skill and learning of value model, information and skill in drugs prevention which
are directly relating to the factors of narcotics effect belief model and increase social
understanding which has influcnce on drug abusc, correct addicts’ misunderstanding and promote

antinarcotics value, provide information on drug prevention and antinarcotics skill.
