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The study aimed to find out the problems and obstacles to solving the
drug problem of public agencies and local community organizations.

In this qualitative research, related documents, publications, concepts,
theories and research works were studied. Also, in-depth interview was conducted to
gather the data form the target group consisting of 10 govermment officials who had
major responsibility and those who did support work for this issue , 5 staff members of
local community organizations, and 6 local peoplé. The total sample was 21 people.
The data were then analyzed logically, along with the content, based on the determined
framework of the study

Problems and obstacles to solving the drug problem of public agencies
and local community organizations in terms of protection, suppression and rehabilitation
of drug addicts. Regarding the current drug situation, government officers who were
mainly responsible for solving the drug problem, these who did support work, personnel
of local community organizations, and peop.e in general were found to be aware that the
situation was critical. However, safety of lives and security was still all right.
Enforcement of the Act and laws and implementation of the government policy in local

areas were said to be effective. There was good cooperation among agencies
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concurred. The personnel had a good knowledge and ability and devoted their time
and energy on this issue. With regard to awareness of the drug problem and
participation to solve the problem, govemnment officers who were mainly responsible for
the issue had a high rate of performance, whereas govemment officers who did support
work had personnel of local community organization participated moderately. In
addition, people were found to participate to a small extent only. Matenal and
equipment supplies and fiscal budgets were no adequate; however, local community
organization and people could find financial support from other sources. Some
important problems and obstacles were integration of the plans between agencies
concemed, inadequate personnel, poor pubic relations, leakage of information which
adversely affected the work of prevention, suppression and rehabilitation. All these
nudged to be tackled for the effective sclution of the drug problem. Moreover, officers
in public agencies, personnel of local community organizations and people in general
should be made to be aware of the critical drug situation and be encouraged to help get
rid of the problem. Families, communities, and social institutions should be
strengthened in order to join together in drug prevention and solution.

Recommendations To solve the drug problem, the researcher
recommend a unity of the policy and speedy administration and management in
‘prevention, suppression and rehabilitation. A Varity of methods and flexibility are
needed to suit individual target areas and changing situations. The results of this study
should be used as a gndline to develop plans and operational strategies, including

conduction research for development
