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The study of "Factors Affecting the Students Quality of Life in the Welfare Division
School : A Case Study of Rajaprajanukroh 32, Ubonratchathani Province” had the
objectives as follow:

1. to study the students quality of life in Rajaprajanukroh 32, Ubonratchathani
Province,

2. tostudy factors affecting the students quality of life in Rajaprajanukroh 32,
Ubonratchathani Province,.

3. torecommend the way to improve the students quality of life in
Rajaprajanukroh 32, Ubonratchathani Province.

The sample group consisted of 300 students. The data was collected by using
questionnaires. The statistics employed for data anaiysis were frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation, also for hypothesis testing were t-test and F-test.

Results

1. Most of them were female, age less than 13 years, studying in Mathayom
Suksa 2, living with their parents, their grade average 2.01 - 3.00. They were very poor
students. In addition, their parents lived together, being farmers and their income less
than 1,000 baht./ month.

2. In overall their quality of life was at a high level. When considering in each
part, it was found that their health, mind, brain and ethic behavior were at a high levet.

However, their life safety was at a moderate level.

3. Factors affected students life quality were age, education level and grade
average. However, factors did not affect students quality of life were sex, parents

status, type, occupation, income and sources of entering school.
