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Title of Research Paper: Factors Affecting Aggressive Behavior of Students :

A Case Study of Bangkok University at City Campus

The study was conducted for the following behavior :

1. to find out the students’ aggressive behavior ;

2. to point out the factors contributing to their aggressive behavior;

3. to use the research results to make recommendations for solving the
problem of students’ aggressive behavior.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data form 226 students at Bangkok
University, Klo‘uy Namthai Campus. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were
employed to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the significant difference
between and among groups at the 0.05 level.

The findings were summarized below.

As a whole, Bangkok University, students were found to be verbally and
physically aggressive at a moderate level.

The factors that contributed to their aggressive behavior were

1. Gender Male students were found to be more aggressive than female ones.

2. Attendance of Rock and Roll concerts The students who used to attend
Rock and Roll concerts were found to be more aggressive than those who had never
done so.

3. Influence of music The students who accepted the influence of music at a
high level were found to be more aggressive than those who accepted it at moderate or
low level.

4. Bringing-up method The students who were raised by a strict method

were more aggressive than those who were raised by a reasoning and loving method.

On the other hand, relationship with peers and peer influence, relationship within
the family , influence of mass media, number of close friends, attendance of concerts in
general, father's occupation, father' education, school, and GPA were found to have no

contribution to their aggressive behavior.

Recommendations
1. The government should pay closer attention to the family institution.
Especially, emphasis should be on child raising.

2. The music producers and sponsors should not take too much profit and

should produce different types of music that are suitable for individual audiences.
