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This study had the following objectives:

1) to study level of the effectiveness of project on revitalization of occupation
after agricultural debt expansion 2) to study factors affecting the effectiveness of
project on revitalization of occupation after agricultural debt expansion 3) to study
problems and barriers in the implementation of project on revitalization of occupation of
occupation after agricultural debt expansion

Samples of the study were 74 farmers who participated in the project on
revitalization of occupation after agricultural dept expansion in Range District and
received factors of production from govemment agencies in F.E. 2544-2545. Data was
collected by using questionnaires and was analyzed by software program “SPSS for
WINDOW". Statistics used for data analyzes were descriptive statistics (frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation) and inferential statistics (t-test and F-test) in
accordance with type of variables.

The study found that:

1. Farmers mostly were male , more than 46 years of age, having 4-6 family
members, having primary education, being regular citizen, having 1-2 labour forces,
External factors were that farmers participated in 1-2 training courses.

2. They had knowledge, understanding and responsiveness to their need at
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medium level, and been able to apply knowledge to agriculture at medium level as well.
Those who participated in livestock project had support on factors of production from
agencies at low level but had satisfaction on support and service delivery at high level,
because over half of them reviewed services on training and technology transferring
more than 2 times.

3. The effectiveness of project on revitalization of occupation after
agricultural debt expansion was at medium level descending from high level in having
assets comparing with debts, rather high level in having saving money and retuming of
debt/payment after the end of project, medium level in having income in accordance
with plan, to rather low level in the increasing of efficiency and occupation development
and amount of expenditures comparing to before participating in the project.

4. Factors affecting the effectiveness of revitalization of occupation after
project on agricultural debt expansion at 0.5 level of significance were age, a number
of being trained and having support and services from government officials.

Problems and barriers

1. Anumber of farmers participation of in revitaiization of occupation project
was much less than those in agricultural debt extension project.

2. Decreasing of product prices might obstruct the achievement of
revitalization of occupation.

, 3. Price of factors of production was high and amount of financial support
from government agencies was not adequate with delayed payment procedures.

4. Household expenditures were high and some household spent for
luxurious items due to debt expansion. |

5. Some farmers did not understand details and the project objectives.

Recommendations:

1. Govemment should extend opportunities in revitalization of occupation to
those farmers who had not been participating in debt expansion project.

2. Govemment should have agricultural product price assurance program.

3. There should be survey on problems and needs of farmers which would

5. Information on rights and benefits from the project should be provided.

6. Govemment should support agricultural product transforming in order to
create value-added product in form of community enterprise or houshold industry by
utilizing local resources and wisdom.

7. Relevant govemment agencies should promote, and suggest farmers in
management capacity and farm accounting.

8. There should be evaluation on quality of life and living of farmers to assess

the strength of farmers after the end of project.
