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The purposes of the research study on the subject of the Effectiveness of the Transfer of Children
Development Activity Operation to Local Administrative Organizations is with 2 objectives comprising 1) To
study the effectiveness level of the transfer of children development activity operation to Nakhon Ratchasima
Local Administrative Organizations and, 2) To take the outcome of the research study results to apply for the
improvement of the transfer so that the most effective can be yiclded.

This study used the post-operation one-time data collection/evaluation programme; the population
under this study were comprised 159 children development centres .; the sampling method used purposive
sampling Technique; data collection used questionnaire form as source of information for general data analysis
and information for the effectiveness evaluation. Statistics employed on data analysis were comprised
percentage, average mean, and standard deviation . The results of the study found that :

i Operation Process. The results of the analysis of data on this particular subject found thal
the operation process on carrying out a variety of overall work was at a satisfactory level ¢.g. the examination
operation of children development centre of Sub-district Administrative Organizations went by accurately and
smoothly, inclusive of purchase/engagement on Lunch and Food Supplement (of milk) Project; follow-up to
give advises by Community Development officials in respect of preparation of children development centres;

follow-up on the purchase/engagement on Lunch and Food Supplement (of milk) Project;

2. Production Aspcef. The results of the analysis found that children within the children
development centres have consumed lunch and food supplement (of milk) healthily and nutritionally; the
consideration in connection with the living condition and quality of life of children within the children
development centres was with a better standard; especially on healthy food with fully nutritionally quality, and
with better development in terms of physical, emotional, social and intelligence suitable to their age;

3. Impaet Aspcef : The results of the analysis in respect of indirect impaet on knowledge,

understanding, satisfaction and various attitudes towards the project found that the Children Development
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Committees and most caregivers of children were knowledgeable on the project operation relatively high, as
well as highly satisfied on the project on both the overall perspective of the standard of the project of the
transfer of the community development activity operation to the local administrative organizations, the Lunch
and Food Supplement (of milk) Project of children of the ages between 3-6 years, and the daily supporting
budget on lunch of Baht 6.-/per head, and for daily food supplement (of milk) of Baht 5.-/per head, for Baht
200.-

Recommendations :

1. Local Administrative Organizations should pay more attention to children development
activity operation e.g. the placement of children development plan into the articles/regulations of annual
expense budgetary in respect of the construction of children development centre building, children
development centre improvement, support of playing toys for children development centre, support of learning
& instruction materials, and support of remuneration children caregivers.

2. Local Administrative Organization officials should exercise their best efforts for the
payment of the budget on lunch and food supplement (of milk) to be more rapid so that the children can
consume lunch and food supplement (of milk) more consistently.

3. The Community Development Department, in the capacity of previous responsible entity,
should provide advice to the former in respect of how to carry out children development activity operation,
follow-up on purchase/engagement lunch and food supplement (of milk) closely so that the transfer of the
children development activity operation to the Local Administrative Organizations can carry on effectively and

smoothly in accordance with the government policy.
