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This rescarch aims at studying thc application of policy suppressing
illcgal drugs within the responsiblc arca of Satun provincial police station, to find
out problems and obstaclcs in the work of illegal drug suppression by the police
officers, and to study appropriatc way for improvement the work in this arca of the
concerncd policcmen.

It is a qualitative study cmploying multi-method for data collecting,
i.e., the in-depth interview, the obscrvation, home visits, and documentary study ;
15 police officers voluntcers to scrve as key-informants for the matters.

Important findings rcvcal that the application of the policy suppressing
illegal drugs in Satun appcars at the good level with the following supporting
evidence, i.c., more than 60 percent of the policemen involved understanding the
suppressing steps according the policy quite well, 66.6 percent in the transmitting
process, 73.3 percent in the personnel acquisition, and others.

Among problems and obstacles in having the job done are inadequate
personnel, low morale and insufficient budget, lack proper equipment for difficult
working location. ) 7 |

Recommendaticgns emerged from this study, among others, are the
police superior officers should pay more attcntion to the problems, seeking
co-operation from relevant agencies, both state and private. Training to increase
skills in drug suppression should be organized regularly, supporting working
cquipments sufficicntly, boosting working morale among low ranking police

officers including appropriate remuneration, rewards for good work, and the likes.
