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There are 3 objectives for this study, i.e., 1) to study the expected roles of

the mass media in prevention and suppression of corruption, 2) to study to actual
roles of the mass media in prevention and suppression of corruption, 3) to
study problems and obstacles in playing such roles by the mass media.

The researcher uses the in-depth interview to collect data by
interviewing 16 key-informants in-depth to get the needed data, in addition to
documentary study. Data analysis is done with logical context description and
descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows :

The mass media try to play the expected roles according to the law,
the association, the press council and the expectation of the society as much
as possible. In the information dissemination, the press can play roles in giving
knowledge, publicising, searching, stimulating, pressing the government, directing
and shading light in presenting news leading to the acts of prevention and
suppression of corruption.

The actual roles played by the mass media in prevention and
suppression of corruption are considerably well by presenting news of the
corruption regularly in many forms.e.g., special scoops or in-depth articles, and
the likes. At the same time, the press extends knowledge and focussing on
public benefits, pointing to public consciousness and responsibility in dealing with
the corrupted parties. However, there are limitations in presenting news because

of the owners’ policy and other policies concerning news presentation.

Problems and obstacles in playing the roles by the press about this
matter are many, for example, difficulties in getting to the roofs of the problems,
the time condition, the law enforcement restriction, risk of being sued for

defamation, and so on. All of these problems prevent the press from playing
