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The purpose of the study was to find out the factors affecting the
students’ decision on entering the Master's Degree Program of the Schooi of Social
Development, including their opionions and suggeslions to improve the Curriculuym.

The data were colliected from 116 students in the second and the third
classes of the School of Social Development in Chiangrai. Percentage was used 10 .
describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

General characteristics of the subjects. Most of the subjects were male
and married. They were 31-40 years old. Also, most worked for the government and
earned a salary of between 10,000 and 19,999 baht. Chiangrai was the hometown of
nearly all of them. The majority of the students received information related to the
School from intimate persons. Infact, more than half were persuaded by their friends
who were studying in the first class.

It was found that their own desire to progress in their career and the
public relations of the School and the faith in the faculty had a significant impact on the

students’ decision to enter the graduate program offered by the Séhool.

1. The School of Social Development should put mo%e efforts in
publicizing its graduate program through large advertising boards, brochures, mass
media such as radio and television, publications, in cluding the internet and post.
Private enterprises and public agencies in nearby provinces should also be reached.

2. A good image of the School should be built, expecially in terms of

academic works and activities.
