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The three major objectives of the study were

1. to find out the opinion of local administration officers toward the
Planning and Steps in Decentralization of Power to Local Government Organizations
Act, B.E. 2542;

2. toidentify the factors affectings their opinion on the Act,

3. to point out the problems and obstacles to the operation in accordance

with the Act.

The data were collected from 95 local administrétion officers in Phang-nga
Province, consisting of deputy governor , district chief officers , assistant district chief
officers and all local administration officers. A questionnaire was used as a research
instrument, Percentage , mean , standard deviation were employed to describe the

data and Chi-square was used to test the hypothesis.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Most of the officers in the sampie we e assistant district chief officers .
The majority were male officers . They were 41-50 years old . They had a Bachelor ‘s
degree and had work experience of 15 years or more . Some of their work was
related to the Act . They had not undergone any trainning and had not attended any
meeting or seminar on the Act.

2. Most of the officers were found to have a moderate knowledge and
understanding about the Act.

3. Most of them had a moderately positive attitude toward the Act . When
the individual dimensions were considered , most of the officers considered that
success in decentralization of power , i.e , having people participate in decision
making , and inspection of the operation of local government organization were
moderate. The government should not transfer activities to local government
organizations that were not ready to handle them

4. The factors found to be significantly related to their opinion on the Act
were sex and education.

5. The factors that had no relationship with their opinion on the Act were
work position , age ., work experience , motive of work under the responsibility ,

experience from training , and knowledge and understanding about the Act.
