The intention of this study was to investigate the facts of the level of people’s
pan};ipation in the election , to indicate the factors affecting of people’s participation in the
clection and to reveal the problem and obstacle causc of people’s participation in the clection on
the other. The population sampling was of two kinds : 1) the independent sample consisting of
religion, age. education, income. occupation. knowledge of local government, in-groupness,
kinship and people of the same background based on the former institutes. and 2) the dependent
sample consisting of people’s participation in the clection.

The population sampling was purposively taken from the residents of the Municipality
of Muang Pattani, Amphoc Muang. Changwat Pattani on December 25, 1999 by means of multi-
stage sampling. There were 367 cases, all of whom have a franchisc. The too! used for data
collection was the questionnaire. The statistics applicd for the data analysis were based on
frequency, percentage, means, and Chi-Square, respectively.

The findings of the study were based on the facts that the percentage of the residents of
the Municipality of Muang Pattani, Amphoc Muang, Changwat Pattani, who did participatc in the
municipality election by knowledge of local government at a moderate level was 54.8 percent.

The factor of pecople’s participation in the clection with regard to the participant’s was
consisted, it was found that age, education, occupation,  knowledge of local government,
kinship had relationship of pcople’s participation in the clection. On the contrary, religion,
income, in-groupness based on the former institutes and pcople of the same background based
on the former institutes had no significant rélationship of people’s participation in the clection at
the 0.05 level.

The problem and obstacle cause of people’s participation in the election on the other
faken from the residents for their participation in the election were money to repay an obligation
was 16.1 percent and problem of non-perceive information in the election from the officer most
at 46.9 percent, next level problem of non-perceive radio broadeast in local at 40.9 percent.

Recommendations |

These are suggestions on the basis of the aforementioned findings as to how to draw
out more political participation by concerned people as follows.

This is the time for all the concerned partics,*that is, the public and private sectors, and
the candidates and political groups, to extend their good cooperation in this regard. The election
system and the voting method, including the list of the eligible residents, should be reorganized.
The concemed people should be kept well informed and well advised with special reference to the
clection of this kind by all available means of communication. Added to these are the election
mechanisms. such as the independent election centers or units, that take full responsibility in the
eleetion process. Also the residents of respective municipalities should take the role of watchdog
in this regard. Above all. the candidates should be honorable and trustworthy, standing against

vote-buying, as well as especially election of all kinds.
