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The two purposes of the study were : 1) to find out the national security officers
on tgrrorism in the three southern border provinces, and 2) to identify the factors
influencing their opinion about the causes of terrorism.

A guestionnaire was employed to collect the data from 157 officers in the
national security line who worked in the three southern border provinces. The SPSS
program was used to analyze the data. Percentage mean, and standard deviation were
employed to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

It was found that most officers thought that terrorism in the three southern
border provinces was due to several factors as follows: 1) The most important cause
was that some local politicians had lost some benefit. 2) The terrorists often claimed that
government officers created offensive terms or conditions. 3) There were problems
related to socially disadvantaged people and to educational quality. 4) L‘astly, it was
the history of the three southern border provinces that cause turmoil’s.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that age, education, organization
for which the officer worked, number of working years, nature of work and number of
years for which the officer worked in a southern border province did not influence the

officers' opinion about the causes of terrorism.

Recommendations

The government should build a correct understanding of the history the three
southern border provinces among local people. Local people s_houlg l_)e_e'ai\(eir}zan
educational opportunity and education that fits the local area. The personn‘el td w'or;k in
the three southern border provinces should be carefully select te fit the work there.

Influence of local politicians must be eliminated.
