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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to evaluate level of community participation in
sustainable tourism development in the case study of Pranburi, Prajuabkirikhan. This
research was undertaken in order to compare participation of focal people in relation to
personal factors; and to study the roles of community members in problem solving in
sustainable tourism development. Population of this research was people living around
and nearby tourist attractions in Pranburi; sampling population was 398 people. Method
used for this research was a survey in.the structured questionnaire, and data was
analyzed based on statistics including percentage, mean, standard deviation, one way —
ANOVA, and T - Test.

Based on the study, it was found that participation of local people in sustainable
tourism development was of a medium level in all processes of tourism development;
the highest level of community participation was in the stage of controlling and
evaluation, following by operation, problem identification and pianning in order. In terms
of personal factors, it was found that people who had different sexes, ages, educations,
occupations and incomes had significantly different levels of participation at statistic all
significance of 0.05. In order to develop sustainable tourism in this area, the findings
suggested restoring and preserving cultural tourism resources and local ways of life in

the approach of sustainable tourism.
