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The study examined the opinion of the policemen toward the drug suppression problem and
success, including the factors related to their opinion, in order to recommend some ways for more
efficient drug suppression. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 212 policemen in the
investigation line and in the crime prevention and suppression line in the provincial police station of
Muang Chiangrai. The statistics used for data analysis were precentage, mean, standard deviation, t-
test and F-test. The findings were briefly stated as follows:

1. Personal Background

The policemen in the study ‘were 41.59 years old on an average. About 60.7 percent
completed secondary school. Most of them (88.7%) were married. About 56.0 percent eamed an
average monthly income of 11,450 baht. Most of them (88.0%) had as much income as expense and
were in the crime prevention and suppression line. About 62.7 percent had worked for not more than
15 years. About 68.0 percent rarely got a double raise. Less than half (47.3%) had passed the
training course in general crime prevention and suppression.

2. The policc;ncn’s opinion toward the drug suppression problem and success.

2.1 Problem

The policemen found that the overall problem and each aspects of the problem were
moderate. The highest mean belonged to seach (X = 2.51), followed by crime prevention (X= ‘2.49),

arrest (X = 2.48), and public relations (X = 2.42), respectively.
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The policemen were found to have a moderate opinion toward the overall success in drug

suppression and toward the success in individual aspects. The highest mean belonged to public

relations (X = 2.78), followed by crime prevention (§ = 2.77), arrest (_)Z = 2.64) and search (i =

2.42), respectively.

3. Factors related to the policemen’s opinion

It was found that income, adequancy of income, and promotional consideration were

significantly related to the policemen’s opinion toward the drug suppression problem at the 0.05

level. However, no factors were found to be related to their opinion toward the success in drug

suppression.

Recommendations

Recommendations for the organization

1.

The National Police Office should provide an adequate supply of modem material,
facilities and equipment, including an enough budget and enough manpower.

Training should be held for the policemen to upgrade their skill in crime prevention and
suppression, and their knowledge of refated laws.

Regular evaluation of the work performance of the policemen in crime prevention and
suppression should be made to stimulate them to be active in performing their duty.

The amount of work and the ability of each policeman should be taken into accent when
promotional consideration is made in order to boost their morale.

The policemen should be instilled with the idea of working mainly for the public interest
Influence within and outside the organization should be eradicated to make policemen

and their families, including informants, to feel safe and secure

Legal inplications

Laws and regulations in search and arrest should be revised to facilitate the police in

suppression of drugs, particularly amphetamines.
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1. Related agencies should publicize the harmfiﬂ effects of drugs, particularly
amphetamines so that people in general, community leaders, private organizations and others
will give cooperation and participate in drug prevention and suppression in their own
communities and at their workplaces.

2. The police should try to find more information about drug producers and sources

of production, traders/ distributing agents, drug addicts/sources of drug indulgence.

Search
1. The police should regularly make inspections, setup search points, or check-points
to stop drug trafficking.

2. The police should work hard and have no bias against anybody.

Arrest
The police should accelerate investigation and work honestly and fairly when
receiving complaints or information about drug producers/sources of production,

traders/distributing agents, drug addicts/sources of drug indulgence.
