The study on the topic of “Opinion of members of Tambon Administration
Organization (TAO) and of people toward Tourism Development of Banglang Rcscrvoir
Project, Yala Province had its objectives to study TAO *‘members’ opinion and people’s opinion
toward tourism development of Banglang reservoir, Yala Province and to study sectors
affecting TAO members’ opinion and people’s opinion toward tourism development of
Banglang reservoir, Yala Province.

This study was survey research conducted by drawing 150 samples from Banglang
TAO and people residing in Tambon Banglang, Tambon Thanto, Tambon Banlae and Tambon
Macwad, Yala Province. Data was collected between August — September 2002 by using
questionnaires data was analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The study found that

1. TAO members® opinion and people’s opinion toward tourism development of
Banglang reservoir, in overall was at high level in all area of zone A, A and C.

2. Factors affecting TAO members’ opinion and people’s opinion were information
gain, realization in environmental problem, work position and education level. While factors

not affecting the opinion were sex, age, length of settlement and zone of living.

Policy recommendations TE 148449

There should be a study on conservation in water shed area, Project/Program should be
indicated in annual operation plan of the province. Project implementors have to coordinate
with people to increase people’s perception and participation which would lead to the
achievement of the project.

Recommendation for action

Information should be increasingly provided for people through radio/television on
regular and continued basis.

Promotion and support for environmental conservation should be continued by
supporting personnel to provide knowledge and understanding, and budget for various and
diverse forms of conservation activities.

Promotion and support for tourism development is needed by providing transportation
facility and other facilities, having well organized security management, promoting water sport,

selling products from local wisdom and agricultural products.
