The purpose of this research was to study the Learning Expectation of Undergraduate Science
students enrolling in Business Administration course at King Mongkut’s '/Institute of Technology
Ladkrabang. A studied sample includes 103 students enrolling in this course during the second semester
of the 2007 academic year. The research instrument to collect data was questionnaires and data were
analyzed using SPSS for windows. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, arithmetic means
(i ), Standard Deviation (S.D.), t-test, One-way ’Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) and Least-Significant
Different (LSD) for Post Hoc Comparisons. The hypothesis testing was set at the 0.05 and 0.01 level of
significance. Thé results were as follows:

1. Students’ learning expectation of the Business Administration class was at a high level
(average scores was 4.164).

2. Student who differed in gender, class levels, and study program (department) indicated no
significant differences in learning expectation of the course. However, students who differed in age
indicated significant differences in their learning expectation of the course at the 0.05 level. In addition,
the LSD Post Hoc test indicated the student group of age 22 had a significantly difference and higher

average scores than that of the group of age 21.
