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There are three main purposes of ihis study as follows: TE 1 5 6 U 2 2

1. To study the degree of participation of council members of Tambol Administration
Organization of river and canals conservatioh in Nonthaburi Province.

2. To study factors affecting the participation of council members of Tambol Administration
Organization of river and canals conservation in Nonthaburi Province.

3. To study problems, obstacles, and suggestions of the participation of council members of
Tambol Administration Organization of river and canals conservation in Nonthaburi Province.

This quantitative study employed questionnaires as the research tools for data collection. The
data was taken from 215 council members of Tambol Administration Organization in five districts,
namely Mueng Nonthaburi, Pakkred, Bangbuathong, Banggruay, and Bangyai, which are located in
Nonthaburi province. The statistical analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test for independent sampies, one-way ANOVA by Scheffe, and the hypothesis test at the level of
significance of 0.05. The findings of this study can be concluded as follows:

1. The degree of participation of council members of Tambol Administration Organization of

river and canals conservation in Nonthaburi Province is at average.

2. This project which is study four factors affecting the participation of council members of
Tambol Administration Organization of river and canals conservation in Nonthaburi Province can
conclude as follows :

2.1 The factors of each individual reasons such as sexes, ages, marital status and level of
education of council members of Tambol Administration Organization are not significantly different
affecting the degree of participations in river and canal conservations.

2.2 The economics factor, the individual occupation, is significantly different affecting
the degree of participations in river and canal conservations.

2.3 The social factor using the length of living in community is indifference for the
degree of participations in river and canal conservations, however, the social factors using the po-sition of
Tambol Administration Organization and having other positions in community are different affecting the
degrec of participations in river and canal conservations.

2.4 The social psychology factors such as perception of news and informaiion, realization
of river and cana! conservation, experience of river and canal conservation, and consumption of river and
canal are significantly different, which affect the degree of participation in this project, nevertheless,
knowledge of river and canal conservation is not difference for the degree of participations in river and
canal conservations. |

3. Problems, obstacles, and suggestions of the participation of council members of Tambol
Administration Organization of river and canals conservation in Nonthaburi Province are as follows:

3.1 Main problems and obstacles are the discontinuity of participation, the
irresponsibility of rivers and canals consumption; especially from the business entrepreneurs spiiling out
waste and garbage into rivers and canals, the insutficient budget for the project, the lack of officers
responsible for the project, the lack of follow-up and evaluation of the project from the official section
and the lack of public promotion and communication.

3.2 Suggestion from council members of Tambol Administration Organization is to
encourage the government to promote, set up the campaign, and continuously disseminate news and
information in order to activate and persuade the participation of people to preserve and to perceive the

significance of rivers and canals and the drawbacks from polluting them.
