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This research has three objectives i.e. 1. to analysis the level of people
participation in the community activities; 2. to analyse the factors which related to
people's participation in the community activities; and 3. to find out problems and
obstacles of people's_participation. The sample group is consisted of 300 members of
Rangsit Community by accidental sampling technique independent variables are
background factors i.e. gender, age, academic level, career, income, place of career,
domicile, place of registration and the length of staying in the area. Meanwhile, the
dependent variables was the participation of people in any 3 aspects, they were
community administration activities, some important religious activities and also the
environment conserving activities. In addition, the questionnaires were used in data
collection, while percentage average, standard deviation, and the t-test and F-test were
applied for data analysis.

' Research results:

The sample group as a whole participation in the said three aspects at a
moderate level. According to the hypotheses testing the leve! of participation of people
who registered domicile in the Rangsit community has significantly higher level of
participation than other who were unregistered. Likewise, the people who have their own
right or spouse's right in accommodations participates to the community activities
significantly more than the people who do not have their own accommodations, other

factors are not significantly related to the people’s participation

Suggestions:

1.  Build a group network for community activities

2. Organize a meeting for the community to impose the rules and regulation
for the people living in the area.

3.  Create some useful activities such as a study tour to a health community.
