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The objectives of the study were : 1) to find out the degree %:'Er%cgagog ?fsthe
village fund committees in Angthong Province 2) to identify the factors affecting their
participation, and 30 to reveal their problems and some suggestions on the participation of the
village fund committees in Chaiyo and Samko Districts, Angthong Province.

“The population of the study was all village fund committees in Angthong Province
accredited by the National Village and Urban Community Fund Commission. Each village fund
received one million baht. The sample of village fund committees were selected from one
village in each of the nine tambons in Chaiyo District (the total of 128 village fund committee
members) and from one village in each of the five tambons in Samko District (the total of 71
village committee members). Therefore, the total sample was 194 village fund committee
members from 14 villages of the two districts. A questionnaire was employed as the research
instrument. The total of 145 copies of the questionnaire, or 74.7 %, were returned Frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the data.

Findings The number of male samples and that of female samples were very close.
Most were 46 years old or more and were married. The majority completed primary education.
Most of them were farmers and earned an average of not more than 150 baht a day. Most of the
village fund committee were in the position of co-committee member. They worked for two

ycars and used to attend not more than five training courses. They were members of more than

five social groups. Moreover, most of them received information at a moderate level and ha& a
knowledge and understanding of the village fund operation at a moderate level too.

As a whole, the village fund committee members were found to take part in the village
fund operation at a high level. They participated most in attending meetings, followed by
considering extending loans, auditing and evaluation. They participated the least in
implementing the project.

When the hypothesis were tested, position, number of working years, membership of a
social group and receiving related information were found to significantly affect the degree of
their participation in operating the village fund at the 0.05 level. On the contrary, sex, age,
marital status, education, occupation, income, training received, and knowledge and
understanding about the village fund operation were fund to have no impact on their

participation in the village fund operation at the 0.05 level.
