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ABSTRACT 214654

The objectives of this research’ were to study satisfaction of students on learning
in faculty of Industrial Education and to investigate the relationship between various
variables and students satisfaction. The sample group comsists of 306 undergraduates,
the year 2008, faculty of Industrial Education, King Mongkut's Institute of Technology
Ladkrabang. Frequency distribution, percentage, average and standardized deviation were
use to analyze data on the level of students satisfaction, and chi-square for the
relationship among independent variables and students satisfaction.

The research results were as follows :

1. The satisfaction of students on Learning was discriminated in various
categories : the curriculum, lecturers, instructional medias, evaluation and education
building and environment. All categories the students being satisfied at high average that
is 3.74. 67.00, 31.40 and 1.60 percent of perspective of the students were satisfied at
high, moderate and low level respectively.

2. Gender had no relationship with the students satisfaction in categories
curriculum, lecturers, instructional medias and evaluation, but in education building and
environment, Gender was found significantly related to students satisfaction at statistically
signiﬁcant level 0.05

3. All categories, Program was found significantly related to students satisfaction
at statistically significant level 0.05.

4. Parent’s Career had no relationship with the students satisfactiori in categories
cuiriculum, lecturers, instructional medias and education building and environment, but in
evaluation, Parent’s Career was found significantly related to students satisfaction at

statistically significant level 0.05

5. Parent’s Income had no relationship with the students satisfaction in categories
curriculum, lecturers, evaluation and education building and environment, but in instructional

medias, Parent’s Income was found significantly related to students satisfaction at

statistically Signiﬁcant level 0.05

6. All categories, Students year, Age and Parent's education level had no

relationship with the students satisfaction.
