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"This research aimed to study ethics needed to enhanoe ideal Thai gradustes, develop and study the effectiveness of the
instructional model to enhance ideal Thai graduates for undergraduate students at Chiang Mai University. The research
methodology was conduct under the participatory action research in two cycles. The first cycle was the study ethics needed to
enhance ideal Thai graduates. The sampie consisted of 45 instructors and 48 students. The second cycle was the
implementation of the leaming plans. The sample used was 20 undergraduate students who enrolled in course 058414: Principle
of Teaching Distinguished Religious in the Secondary School in the first semester of 2005 academic year. The research tools
were learning plans, five characteristic evakmting forms of students® self~consciousness, students’ hurnan consciousness,
students’ work consciousness, students” public consciousness and students” ethical behavior evaluating form. In addition, there
were classroom observation of student and teaching leaming atmosphere form, student keaming record form and teacher
teaching record form. Content analysis, frequency, mean, percentile changes of ideal Thai graduate characteristics were
employed for data analysis. The research finding were as follows:-

1. The ethics need o enhance ideal Thai graduates for undergraduate students in faculty of education Chiang Mai
University consisted of 10 ethical iterns; 1) unity 2) discipline 3) honesty 4) economy 5) sacrifice: 6) impartiality
7) responsibility 8) perseverance 9) considerate and 10) hurnan relationship

2. The development of instructional model enhancing ideal Thai graduates based on buddhisticism cooperatod with
instructional model composed of 6 sieps; 1) constructing awareness using moral situation analysis (A-Awarencss)

2) selecting topics besed on self evaluation and learning styles (S-Selection) 3) setting ptan and determining learning process
(P-Plan) 4) interacting through knowledge investigation (I-Interaction) 5) reflecting on knowledge sharing (R-Reflection) and
6) exhibiting by portfolios (E-Exhibition). This instructional model was named ASPIRE.

3. The icaming plans consisted of 3 leaming units.; 1) self empowerment 2) teaching invention 3) cooperative
leaming, There were 10 integrated learning activities; 1) ideal teachers 2) value of external reading 3) journal good
experience 4) national teacher moded 5) good consciousness for ideal society 6) Lanna idigenous teachers 7) time
management 8) dharma practice 9) classroom participation and 10) commmunity base leaming,
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themselves, friends and instructors. When compering first and second evaluation, it revealed that the percentage increased in
each categories were; 1) self-oonsciousness (38.44%) 2) hurman consciousness (63.92%) 3) work consciousness (59.15%)
and 4) public consciousness (54.48%). It indicated that the developed instruction model could enhance the characteristics of
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
