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is beyond doubt permitted by the law of nations such as the spies whom Moses
sent out, or Joshua himself if caught are usually treated most severely." It is
customary, "says Appian," to Kill spies. "Sometimes they are treated with justice by
those who clearly have a just case for carrying on war; by others, however, they
are dealt within accordance with that impunity which the law of war accords. If any
are to be found who refuse to make us of the help of spies, when it is offered to
them, their refusal must be attributed to their loftiness of mind and confidence in
their power to act openly, not to their view of what is just or unjust. 0
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
