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The research was conducted for three main objectives : 1) to examine the results of

implementing the policy on farmer registration and issuance of farmer identification cards, 2) to
study the input and process of the policy, and 3) to identify the problems/obstacles in
implementing the policy.

This quantitative research was based on the Input-Output Model. The secondary data
were taken from the summary reports of the Economic Zone 12 of the Agricultural Economic
Office, the Provincial Agricultural Office in Chiangrai, and the Agricultural Extension
Department. The primary data were collected by distributing questionnaires to the officials who
carried out the policy in the Agricultural Extension Department, the Agricultural Economic
Office, and the Chiangrai Rajabhat Institute. Percentage and mean were used to describe the data.

Findings The success of the policy implementation was found to be at a rather high
level.

The Chiangrai Rajabhat Institute considered the policy implementation to be successful
at a high level while the Agricultural Economic Office found it successful at a moderate level.
When comparison was made between the input, the process and the output, it was found that the
process was more successful than the output and the input respectively. There were 142,819, or
73.41%, out of the target of 194,558, farmer households that were registered.

Problems concerning policy implementation_These problems were

1) The time frame was too short and the number of officials was small, so the work

efficiency was poor.
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2) The budget was not enough for the operation.

3) The public relations work was poor and the message did not such all farmers, so they
did not come for registration.

4) The registration form required a lot of information, and the definitions of many terms

confused the officials in charge.

5) Farmers were afraid of being taxed, so they did not give correct information.

6) Hill tribe farmers had a language barrier and an interpretation had to be used, so it

took time to complete the registration process.

Recommendatioﬁs

1) The time frame should match the work quantity and enough budget should be
allocated.

2) The rest of the farmers should be registered to meet the target.

3) Related parties should be informed of the policy. Especially farmers should be
explained to clearly understand the policy objective so that they will come for registration.

4) The form-filling should be clearly explained to the local officials.

5) There should be flexibility in work, taking into consideration the degree of difficult in
data collection.

6) A plan should be set to use the data for developing the policy and follow-up should be

seriously done.
