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There are 3 objectives for this research , i.e. , 1) to study the realization
of the people living around ancient town’ s canal banks of Wieng Pang Kum , Mae Sai District ,
Chiang Rai province , 2) to study the people’s participation in the conservation of the ancient
buildings, and 3) to study problems and obstacles in the conservation of Wieng Pang Kum
ancient building.

It is a qualitative study using the in-depth interview as a main tool for
data collection; 18 key-informants were interviewed in-depth in the study-matters.

Results of the study reveal that most of the people living around the
town’s canal banks do not realize the importance of the ancient buildings because they do not
know their origins ; parts of the building have been destroyed. When they were told of their
importance, the people are more awared of their existence. However , they still use parts of the
land for other purposed, e.g., trading and temporary development.

In people’s participation in conservation of the ancient buildings, they
participate in the forms of being committee members, giving opinion and money contribution.

Among problems found are the responsible government officials lack
proper approaches and appropriate management. They do not have an effective way to prevent

people using the land for personal gains.
