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The study has 2 objectives as 1) to study level of participation in prevention and
solving of drug problem of Islam religious leaders, and 2) to study factors influencing
participation in prevention and solving of drug problem of Islam religious leaders.

Population of the study are Imam, Coteb and Bilan in is sub districts from 12
mosques, which are 227 of those in total. Data was collected by using questionnaires
and analyzed by computer program. Statistics used for data analysis are frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation statistics used for statistics are t-test and F-test
according to variables characteristics. Findings of the study could be summarized as
follows :

1) Factors affecting participation of Islam religious leaders are being members
of social organizations (66.6%), having good level of knowledge and understanding
about drug (41.1%), having high level of information (72.1%), having high level of
realization and perception on the importance of problem (94.1%), having high degree of
coordination (76.7%), having not good level of knowledge and understandings in legal
issues and penalties about drﬁg crime (43.25), involving with political influence and
power (67.9%).

2) Participation in activities are at rather high level which its mean is 2.51. When

considering at each component, the activities which could be ranked descendingly
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according to degree of participation are prevention activities, revitalization and

rehabilitation activities, and suppression activities (2.73, 2.53 and 2.29 respectively).

Recommendations

Government agencies which have direct responsibilities in solving drug
problems at local, district, provincial and provincial levels, including the office of
prevention and suppression of Narcotics should increase and support roles of religious
leaders in Social activities, especially roles of religious leader in social organization at
local level, and organize activities in membership organization. The agencies should
increase roles of religious leaders in many ways such as in prevention, by supporting
equipments and manual of operation in techniques and working procedures which
would enhance knowledge and understanding of religious leaders and would build
consciousness among local people.

Islam religious leader's roles in social organizations should be enhanced. They
should be trained to gain knowledge and understanding of drug. The religious leaders
should be supported to be leaders to search for community problems and needs, to
determine guidelines for solving problems and to solve problem with cooperation from
government and non government organizations. In additilon village Information
Disseminating Center should be revitalized and improved to increase efficiency in
provision of information which includes knowledge and understanding about drug and
its impacts on physical and mental health as well as law and penalties about drug crime.
Simple manual for people on the already mentioned informati;)n should be produced to

enhance people's knowledge and understanding.
