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The four objectives of the study were as follows : 1) to investigate the social and
economic way of life of the people before they made a loan from the village fund, 2) to
investigate the social and economic way of life of the people after they made a loan from the
village fund, 3) to find out the causes of the change of their social and economic way of life,
and 4) to identify their problems as a result of making the loan for investment,

The key informants in this study were 3 groups of the members of the Lamaoyup
Village fund who made a loan for investment, 4 farmers, 4 pig-raisers and 4 small traders
Formal and informal in-depth interviews, participatory and non-participatory observations were
used to collect the data. Percentage and mean were employed for data analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows.

The 11 borrowers was economically poor. They did not have their own land. Before
making a loan from the village fund, they borrowed money from other sources for investment
and family expenses. They had to be general workers or find additional occupations to earn
money to feed their families. Three of them invested the loan money in farming or plantation,
and this made them have a better living condition. One of them did not become economically
better because they owned only 3 rai and got little returns. These who became economically
ard socially better were so they made a loan from the village fund and from other sources,
Those who were not economically and socially better invested the money in raising and setting

pigs and got a loss.

The problems faced by the key informants were that they had no arable land, that ;he
amount of loan was not enough. As for the pig-raisers, the amount of loan was not big enough
and they were faced with the marketing problem and the low-price problem.

Recommendations

1. The agency concerned should cooperate with the tambon organization administration
in supplying related information to small pig-raisers, especially about the pork price on the
market.

2. The tambon administration organization should support the people to form
occupational groups to promote their occupations. They should regularly hold meeting to get
the desirable resuits.

3. The government should try to find a way to increase the amount of the village find or
to find some other low interest fund sources that require no collateral because must people did

not have their own land to use as collateral.
