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The three objectives of the study were

1. to reveal the people’s satisfaction with the government's War-on-Drug policy.

2. to identify the factors related to their satisfaction with the policy.

3. to use the research results as a guideline in planning some measures and
method to improve the drug prevention and suppression of the provincial police station
in Mae Lao “District, Chiangrai Province.

The data were collected by distributing questionnaires to the sample of 377
people in 12 villages in Tambon Pha Kodum, Mae Lao District, Chiangrai Province.
Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data
and t-test and F-test to test the hypothesis.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Most of the samples were male. They were 31-40 years old. They completed
secondary education and were engaged in general employment or in agriculture. They
earned an average monthly income of not more than 5,001 baht. They lived in Tambon
Pha Kodum for more than 20 years. Most had no experience about narcotics. They
received news and information about drug prevention and suppression. The most
important source was announcement boards. They participated in the drug prevention
and suppression policy by declaring to give up drug involvement, to receive treatment,
or to be informants. They agreed that drug addicts should undergo treatment and

rehabilitation.

2. The people in the study were found to have a good knowledge and
understanding of the War-on-Drug policy.

3. The people were also satisfied with the War-on-Drug policy at a high level.
The most satisfactory was penalty.

4. The factors found to have an effect on their satisfaction with the government's
War-on-Drug Policy were education, numbef of residential years in the locality, and
participation in disseminating news about the soluti_on of the drug problem. On the
contrary, the factors that were not related to their satisfaction with the policy were
gender, age, occupation, income, experience in involvement with narcotics,
participation in implementing the policy, attitude toward the necessity for drug addicts to
undergo treatment and rehabilitation, and knowledge and understanding about the War-

on-Drug policy.
