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The purpose of the study was two fold;

1. to find out the thrift and saving value of school-based banking
members at Potisan Pitayakorn School,

2. to reveal the factors affecting their thrift and saving value.

The sample group consisted of 245 secondary school (Mathayomsuksa
1-3) students in the second semester of the academic year 2003 selected by accidental
sampling. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data. The descriptive statistics
used for data analysis were percentage, mean, and standard deviation and the
inferential statistics to find out the difference of the mean scores were t-test and F-test.
The findings were summarized as follows:

1. The school-based banking members’ thrift and saving value, as a
whole, was. found to be at a moderate level. The two dimensions of the value—seeing
the importance of thrift and saving and having an expense plan—were also found to be
moderate.

2. The factors affecting their thrift and saving value were the regular

allowance provided by the parents and saving planning.

Recommendations
1. The parents, who were responsible for controlling the students’
expenses, should train them to form a habit of thrift and saving. They should give the

students money in instalment so that the latter will learn to plan their spendings and to
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think carefully before spending money. The parents should train them to have an
appropriate and systematic plan in leading their lives.

2. The school should include in the curriculum the content related tc
saving planning to age students to see the usefulness of the correct ways for saving
planning.

3. The student should train students on bookkeeping with focus on
setting a plan on spendings. The saving promotion agency should give support by
producing a bookkeeping manual for the youths.

4. The parents and the teachers should make students realize the
importance of constant saving. A minimum saving target should be set to build saving
discipline.

5. The parrents and the teachers should educate students about
techniques and usefulness of spending money economically and correctly. The
students should be taught to think carefully before spending money on any goods. They
must be tought to buy seasconal goods and not to buy souvenirs for other people
because it is a tradition.

6. The school should launch a campaign for students to see the
importance of economizing resources.

7. The school-based bank project should be supported to be set up in
schools because nearly half of thosé who had never been any bank customers before

had no time to contact banks.
