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The study of * Rehabilitation of Songkran Festival for Ecotourism of Tambon Bangtathen ,
Amphoe Songphinong , Changwat Supanburi : A Case Study of Changes of Tradition and
Operational Planning Process” had the following objectives : 1) to study the changes of the
traditional and existing Songkran festival, 2) to study a guideline and process of operational planning
of Songkran festival rehabilitation for ecotourism.

Sources of data were from both documentary sources and fieldwork, Key imformants of this )
study were 5 committee and council members of Bangtathen Tambon Administrative Organization
(TAO), explaining on the issue of the operational planning process of Songkran festival
rehabilitation , as well as 5 villagers, explaining on the issue of the changes of Songkran festival .
In-depth interview schedule was used as a tool for data collection and participatory observation in the
community’s activities. The collected data were analyzed by content analysis method for conclusion
of the changes of Songkran festival and operational planning process.

The study found that the Songkran festival in Bangtathen has changed from its original form
of practice in terms of ceremony, activities, folkways, and the preparing for Pre-Songkran festival of

the villagers, as well as beliefs and cooperation of the villagers which have ignored and disappeared
