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The study on Evaluation of Education Reform Project of Yala Municipality, Yala
province has the following objectives :

1) to evaluate performance of education reform project of Yala municipality,
Yala province.

2) to study problems and barriers in implementing education reform project of
Yala municipality.

In order to achieve the above objectives, the researcher adopted Goal-freed
evaluation and used questionnaire to collect information from executives, teachers, hired
teachers, facilitators and religious lecturers of 6 schools under administration of Yala
provinces. The total number of samples is 248 statistics used is percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The study found that :

Overall performance of education reform project is high. When considering in
each components, the study found high level of performance in every component.

The highest mean is on school environment; the leaser mean is on standard and
quality assurance of education, teachers and education personals, management and
administration, school curriculum and teaching and learning process; the least mean is

on measurement and evaluation.

learners' self evaluation form teachers' self evaluation form executives' self evaluation
form, learner evaluation, and should organize workshops for all relevant officials to
assure understanding and correct using of different evaluation form.

2. Municipality and schools should arrange school information center and
schoo! equipment center with management system and personnel. Other facilities such
as water work, electricity and telephone in school should be regular inspected to assure
their availability.

3. Schools should organized workshop about research in classroom and
research guidelines as well as the extension of research findings.

4. Municipality should utilize evaluation results to construct guidelines for
development and improvement of education standard in each school and in
municipality.

5. Municipality and schools should recruit and select personnel in accordance
to need of schools for teacher in teaching discipline.

6. Schools should arrange school following up system by organizing following-
up team to monitor and to utilize evaluation results in order to improve teaching and
learning regularly and continuously.

7. Municipality and schools should increase opportunities for communities to
participate and express their opinion on local knowledge learning particularly on
community problems, society and focal wisdom with cooperation from elementary
education commission, education reform commission and local knowledgeable persons.

8. Municipality and schools should disseminate information about education
management by publishing journals or brochures distributed among public regularly

and continuously.
