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The purpose of the study was two fold : 1) to find and the opinion and the
behavior of the audience about the role of the Electricity for Rural Thais Radio Program,
and 2) to identity the factors related to their opinion about the role of the program.

The sample group consisted of 200 people who listened to the Electricity for
Rural Thais Radio Program in Chiangrai Province . A questionnaire was used as a
research instrument. Percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation, t- test and F-
test ware employed to analyze the data

The findings were summarized below.

Audience ‘s behavior: About half of the audience continued listening to the
Electricity for Rural Thais Radio Program for 1-3 years. The proportion of these listening
to the program every week was more or less the same as those listening to the program
from time to time and those who listen to it once or twice a month in order to know the
correct way to use electricity and to apply the knowledge to their daily lives. Most of the
adverse used to participate in the radio program and nearly all were satisfied with the
program in all aspects. They considered the program moderately useful.

The factors found to be related to the audience's opinion about the Electricity for
Rural Thais radio program in Chiangrai Province were income, behavior of listening to
the program, and usefulness gained from the program, On the contrary, sex, age,
educator, occupation, frequency in listening to the program, and the period of listening
there, were found to have no relationship with there opinion on the role of the radio

program.
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Recommendations

1.The radio network should be expanded further.

2. The form of the program should be improved to be more interesting and the
content concerning electricity should be added.

3. The audiences should be encouraged to participate in the program in
different ways, such as by telephone, postcard, etc.

4. There should be a quiz game asking the audience to answers questions
regarding electricity use, prevention and solution of electricity problems in order to

make the program more interesting and more useful to the audience.
