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Three purposes of this study are as follows: 1) to study the social structure of
the community, 2) to study the perception and interpretation of the members in
community about potential for strength community, and 3) to study the problems and
obstacles of community potential development.

Target groups of the study are members of the community in Songkhla Housing
Authority, Moo 9 Tumbol Kaoroopchang, Amphor Muang, Songkhla. Observation,
documentation and in-depth interview with key informants were applied to gather
information.

The resuilt of the study revealed as follows :

1) Social structure of community is characterized by the articulation of
kinship, patron-client and faction system.

2) The members of community perceive and interpret the potential for
strength community as the commitment of the members to the community, sense of
belonging, spirit of community development, group cohesion, participation, learning
process development, access to information, local knowledge management and
management ability of a community committee.

3) Problems and threats of the capacity development are: the negative
attitude of some community members to the leader, the inefficiency of community

activities, lack of cohesion and devotion, selfishness, apathy, and drug addiction.

Suggestions
Result of study revealed that the community has high potential for the strength
community and research has suggestion as follows.
1. Administration committee and group leaders should be the same group.
They should have the same way to practice that can develop groups to achieve the

purpose.
2. All activites of community should be done continuously and should be

followed up and evaluated by the relevant organizations.
3. The community committee should develop work knowledge and skills of the
members of community groups through training and study tour in order to reduce work

conflict.
