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The study aimed to find out 1) in what way the teenagers in Rajamongkol Institute,
Chiangrai Campus misused the Internet most, 2) the factors related to their misuse of the
Internet, in order to recommend some way to prevent and correct their misuse behavior. The
accidental sampling were used to select the sample and a questionnaire was employees as the
research instument. The total of 154 copies of the questionnaire were returned from teenagers
in four faculties in Rajamongkol Institute, Chiangrai Campus. The SPSS program 10.0 was
used for data analysis.

The findings were briefly stated below.

1. The female teenagers out numbered the male ones. Most teenagers in the study were
below 23 years of age and study in the Faculty of Business Administration. They had used the
Internet for 36-70 months and they usually spent not more than three hours each time the places
they often used the Internet were the institute, a friend’s house and private service shops. They
usually stated using the Internet before 8:00 p.m. and stopped before 10:00 p.m. Most of they
used it 1-3 times a week.

The teenagers in Rajamongkol Institute misused the Internet for heckling most. For
example, they inserted some incorrect information, used other people’s Interest account, used
other people’s credit cards most, followed by entering the Interest to see pornography such as
X-movie DVD, pictures of naked models, and impolite words. They misused the Internet the

least in using impolite words in conservation through the network, such a tuping rude words or
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statements, flirting words, curses, half-dirty words conservation about sex or sexual
relationship. As a whole, they did not seriously misused the Internet.

2. The factor found to be related to the teenagers’ misuse of the Internet was gender.
That is, male teenagers misused the Internet more than female ones. The teenagers aged 23
misused the Internet more than those aged more than 23. The teenagers whose GPA was below
2.50 misused the Internet more than these whose GPA was higher than 2.50. The teenagers in
the field of civil engineering misused the Internet more than these in other fields of study. As
for the length of time they used the Internet, the teenagers who used it for not more than 34
months misused the Internet more than these who used it longer than that.

Relationship with others The teenagers who had a poor relationship with their
families misused the Internet more than these who had a moderate and a high relationship with
the families. In addition, the teenagers who had a poor relationship with their peers misused the
Internet more than these who had a moderate and a high relationship with their peers.

Regarding maturity, the teenagers who had a low level of maturity misused the Internet
more than these who had a moderate or a higher level of maturity.

3. Prevention and correction The parents must guide and supervise their teenage
children’s behavior. The teenagers should behave themselves and choose to good friends. The
educational institute should have a course that teaches the students the right way to use the
Internet. The administrators and the instructors should watch the students’ Internet use.
A modemn system to prevent heckling should be introduced. There should be a lock of any
networks that are not good to teenagers. The government should pass the law to control the

Internet networks in the public and private sectors.
