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The Objectives of this research are 1. to study causes of corruption in
the government's large construction projects, 2. to study forms and process of the
corruption in such project, 3. to {ind out ways to prevent and correct the corruption in
such a project.

Data collection methods are largely by the in-depth interview of 16 key-
informants coupled with documentary study ; data analysis is done with logical context
description and the use of descriptive statistics of percentage and mean.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. Causes of the corruption are derived mostly from the political system
because the members of parliament come from vote buying for most cases ; while in
power, these politicians use their potronage influence benefiting business people who
invested for them during the elections. The money largely come from the government
construction projects. Other causes are from human greeds wanting to get rich fast
and from the loophole of existing laws that can be exploited by corrupt people.

2. Forms and process of corruption are found to be many from “Kin Tam
Nam” (receiving bribe without using extra effort ), “Kin Tuan Nam" {putting strong effort
to get the corrupt money), “Lock Spec”, “Hua Ngarn" (Making up unreal price to get
job), including “Policy Corruption” (setting up a policy benefiting kin's or friends). The
corrupt money may vary from 5-30 percent of the project cost. There are 3 parties

involved, i.e., the politicians, government officials and the contractors.
committees and bidding. Methods of paying the corrupted money are also varied. |f

the sum is more than 100 million baht, the popular practice is paying abroad with
opening “L/C" fake account. At level 20-50 million baht, the money will be put in a wheel
briefcase and deliver it at the designated receiver's home which is the safetiest way.

3. Suggested ways to prevent and suppress corruption, among others,
are supporting the work of independent organizations in suppression of corruption
without political interference; the people organizations as well as mass media should
help campaign to suppress corruptions strongly.

Ameng important recommendations proposed by the researcher are the
government must set up legal measures to prevent and suppress the corrupted
activities effectively, promoting new values for the people to contempt the corruption,

and so on.
