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The study was conducted for three purposes: 1) to find out the degree of
participation of committee members for the poverty-ridden village fund project, 2) to
identify the factors affecting the committee’s participation, and 3) to point out the
problems and obstacles to their participation, including their suggestions to solve them.

The population in the study were 189 members of the committees for the
poverty-ridden village fund project in 21 villages (9 committee members from each) in 4
subdistricts, Banluang District, Nan Province. A questionnaire was employed to collect
the data. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used
to describe the data and to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized as follows:

As a whole, the committee members were found to participate in the
poverty-ridden village fund project at a high level. When the individual dimensions were
considered the dimension in which they took part mdst was project approval, followed by
selection of target households and support of the target households. They were found to
participate least in follow-up and evaluation because of the lack of knowledge and
understanding in bookkeeping.

The factors affecting the committee members’ participation were
receiving training, opinion about the project operation, and knowledge and
understanding about their authority and responsibility. In contrast, age, education,
income and length of service in the committee were found to have no impact on their

participation in the project.



Recommendations TE l 4 8 3 4 O

1. The training couse for the committees for the poverty-ridden village
fund project should give them knowledge about the policy of the project, the committee’s
role and responsibility, bookkeeping, making performance reports, and data collection.

2. The agency concerned should explain directly to all the committee
members about (1) the objectives of the project, (2) the components of the committee,

(3) obtaining the village fund from this project, and (4) authority and responsibility of the

committee.

3. Both the committee members and the target households should be

trained together to have a good knowledge about the poverty-ridden village fund project.

4. The officials concerned should regularly and continuously coordinate

with the committee in order to meet the project objectives.
