¢« Get rid of fridge odors by removing spolied food regularly. Wipe down the inside
surfaces with a damp sponge and water, Don't forget the rubber gasket around the door.
Keep an open box of baking soda on a shelf to absorb smells.

« Remove Cloudiness From Your Fine Crystal. Here's an easy way to remove the
doudiness from your fine crystal: Fill the glases with ordinary water and drop a denture
tablet in each. Wait till the tablets dissalve and rinse -- the film will be gone.

+« How to clean a vase with a narrow neck. & vase with a narrow neck appears o he
hard to clean, but you can freshen it by dampening the inside with water, sprinkling in
some toilet bowl cleaner, and waiting 10 minutes befare rinsing. Or fill the vase with hot
water, add rice and 2 teaspoons of vinegar, and shake vigorously.
