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The Study on “Attitude of Private School Teachers Towards Quality
Assurance and Accreditation : A Case Study of Private School in Amphoe Muang,
Ubonratchathani Province” had a objectives as : to study on level of attitude of
private school teachers toward quality assurance and accreditation, and to study
factors affecting the teachers’ attitude towards quality assurance and accreditation.

The researcher collected data from 344 private school teachers in 8
secondary schools in Amphoe Muang, Ubonratchathani Province. Questionnaires
was used for data collection. Descriptive and inferential statistics were used for

data analysis.

The study found that : Te 1480 95

1. Attitude private school teacher toward quality assurance and
accreditation overall was at moderate level. When considering in each component,
it was found that attitude towards administration and student affair was at high
level : attitude towards philosophy and goals, curriculum and learning and teaching
process, personnel, resources for teaching and learning and the efficacy of students
was at moderate level.

2. When ranking from high to low score, attitude toward each
component were : 1) student affair, 2) administration, 3) philosophy and goals, 4)
curriculum and learning and teaching process, 5) the efficacy of students, 6)
personnel and 7) resources for learning and teaching

3. Factors affecting or relating to the attitude were status, income, duty
performance, information gain, experiences in training and seminar. While other
factors : sex, education level, education displine and experiences in other work had
no significant influence on or correlation with the attitude.

The Findings indicated recommendations of the study as : school
should concern on development process of teacher continually and adequately both
in-house training and being with other agencies. Teachers should have knowledge
understandings in quality assurance and accreditation with standard of operation.
These would be framework for school to improve its performance and to have

standard quality of education.
