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The purpose of the study was twofold 1) to find out the level of concentration on
driving and 2) the factors related to concentration on driving.

The population was people who knew how to drive and who came for renewal of
Driving Licence in Transport Office Supervision Area No.1 (Bangkhuntean). The
sample was composed of 240 people who contacted the office for renewal the driving
licences for cars and pick-ups and 120 people who wanted to renew their driving
licences for 6-whelled and 10-wheeled trucks, trailers and buses. The total of 360
people were included in the sample.

The data were collected by distributing questionnaires for the samples to full out.
The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below.

Overall, the samples sometimes concentrate on driving. When the individual
dimensions were considered separately, it was found that they concentrated most on
driving along the road, followed by looking after the vehicle condition and driving style,
respectively.

The factors found to influence their concentration on driving were age, marital
status, experience in driving, age of the vehicle one drove, and knowledge and
understanding about concentration. On the contrary, occupation, education, learning to

drive, type of vehicle one drove, number of accidents during the past five year and

fairth in concentration all were found to have no significant influence on their

concentration when driving.

Recommendations

1) A training course should be held to give motorists knowledge of how to take
care of their vehicles before and after use, including the knowledge the car body and
engines so that they would notice what is wrong about their vehicles while driving. All
these should be included in the training course now offered to driving licence applicants
before they take the first driving examination.

2) Regarding driving style, it was found that most motorists paid little attention to
other motorists and often violated the traffic rules. Therefore, it was recommended that
they should be trained on the correct style of driving every time they come to renew their
driving license to reinforce the traffic rutes and to conect their behavior and attitude
toward driving.

3) Campaign should be continously launched on concentration when driving as

it is a good practice to follow.
