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The purposes of the study were as follows : 1) to find out the importance of conducting
research by teachers in secondary schools in Pattani Province, 2) to identify the factors related
to giving importance to school teachers’ conducting research, and 3) to point out problems and
suggestions on conducting research by secondary school teachers in Pattani Province. The data
were collected from 155 teachers in secondary schools in Pattani Province in the second
semester of the academic year 2002. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data and
SPSS for window was used to analyze the data. The statistics used were frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summarized below.

1. Background characteristics of the teachers. Most of the teachers were female. They
were 41-50 years old. Most had a Bachelor’s degree and were in C7 level. The majority were
married and had 1-2 children or dependents. The monthly household income was 30,001 baht or
more. They used to attend training courses on conducting research twice. They had been
teachers for 6-10 years.

2. The teachers in the sample group gave importance to conducting research at a rather
high level (X = 3.15). They gave the most importance to data collection (f= 3.35), folowed by
research design, interpretation and conclusions (X = 3.22 in all the aspects), formulating a
research problem, constructing a research instrument and checking its validity and reliability
(X =3.18 in all the aspects), review of related theories, concepts and research studies (X = 3.6),
forming hypothesis and determining related variables (X = 3.10), data analysis (X = 3.08),
writing a research report (X = 3.02), and setting the rescarch objectives (X = 2.95),

respectively.

3. The factors affecting conducting research of the teachers in secondary schools in

Pattani Province at the 0.05 level were knowledge and understanding of how to conduct
research and education.

4. Problems and suggestions

4.1 Problems . The teachers hardly had time to do research because of the heavy
teaching workload, Besides, they lacked knowledge, understanding, experience and skills in
conducting research. They also lacked interest and adequate support from the school
administrators :

4.2 Suggestions , The school administrators should give importance to conducting
research and should urge the teachers to do classroom research, to exchange their views and
knowledge. Academic forums or conferences may be held to publicize the teachers’ research
works. The school administrators should also find research fund sources to financially support

the teachers in conducting research.
