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The purposes of the study were 1) to measure the work success of policemen
in the Economic Crime Investigation Division, 2) to indicate some important factors affecting
their success in work, and 3) to identify their work problems and obstacles.

The data were collected from 100 policemen in the Economic Crime
Investigation Division. Most of the samples (84.0%) were male. They were 30-40 years old
(69.0%). More than half were married (64.0%). About 38 percent had a Bachelor's degree.
About 55.0 percent were responsible for investigating intellectual property cases. They were
non-commissioned policemen (63.0%). They had 11-20 years of work experience (49.0%).
About 36.0 percent earned 8,000-10,000 baht a month and about 33.0 percent 10,000-
15,000 baht a month. The majority (83.0%) had passed training courses or seminars on
economic crimes.

The sample was found to have a moderate knowledge and understanding
about economic crime laws (57%). They thought that the division had moderate efficiency
(77.0%). They also considered their work to be moderately successful (58.0%) .

When the hypotheses were tested to find out the factors affecting their work
success, five hypotheses were accepted. That is, age, education, official rank, work
experience and organization efficiency were found to significantly affect their success in
work.

It was recommended that related agencies should coordinate to increase the
organization efficiency. Laws should be amended to cope with crimes. The policemen
should be trained on economic laws and be encouraged to further their education to earn a

Bachelor's degree or beyond.
