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The objectives of this study are divided into two main folds; 1) to study the opinions
of the Sub-District Committees on Sub-District Development Planning and 2) to study the
factors influencing the opinions of the Sub-District Committees on Sub-District Development
Planning.

In this study, 150 samples were randomly taken from the committees of 12 sub-
district organizations in Amphur Kolk Po, Pattani Province. Information collected from
respective samples, during May-July 2003, is divided into four sections. Section 1 is
personal information of each individual sample, whereas section 2 and 3 are surrounding
factors that influencing their opinions and their opinions on sub-district development
planning. The last section 4 is their difficulties and suggestions concerning sub-district
development planning. Statistical methods used in carrying out the analysis are percentage,
mean, and standard deviation, as well as inference statistics such as F-test and t-test.

The results of the study reveal that an overall opinion of the committees of sub-
district organization in 6 areas, namely economic, politics, socials and culture, laws and
regulations, technology and natural disaster are in fair level. In economic aspect, most

samples agree in the outline expressed in the plan with fair level &=2.74). However,
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considering in each issue, strong agree opinion is found as “the occupation of people or
representatives of community/illage/sub-district is influential on the degree of their
participation in process of sub-district development planning” (X=3.26). As for the political
opinion, it is found in the fair degree (X=2.67) which is the same in the sections of social
and culture (X=2.85). More interestingly, in social and culture section, the strdhg agree
opinions on *“High educational level supports the high degree of participation of
representatives in the process of sub-district development plan” and “Quality of life and
health partly support the participation of representatives in the process of sub-district
development plan” (X=3.26 and X=3.10, respectively). The fair level of agree opinion also
found in the law and regulation area (¥=2.89). Although an overall fair level of agree opinion
is observed in the technology area, the strong agree opinion is found in the issue that
“Higher ability to access to information thru all media provides a higher degree of
participation of representatives in the process of sub-district development planning”
(X=3.06). In the natural disaster area, an overall fair level of opinions reveals, however when
considering into detail, the strong agree opinion is found in the case of whether “flood has
impacted on the adjustment toward the sub-district development planning policy.

The results of hypotheses tests reveals that the differences of influential factors
namely gender, education level, physical environments, working place environments among
sub-district organizations will cause the difference opinions of sub-district organizations’
committees towards development planning, with statistically significance at .05. On the
other hand, the differences of age, personnel, resources, materials among sub-district

organizations are statistically insignificance on their differential development planning.
