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A review on EU welfare policy and legislation concerning poultry welfare, and welfare of broilers and
laying hens based on 250 references (239 were research articles) published in journals, magazines, reports
and a textbook during 1990-2008 was prepared. The review contents were classified into categories. A
comparative study between the Council Directive 2007/43/EC and the 2003 DLD Directive on standards
for broiler farms and 1999 DLD Directive on poultry welfare was performed. Tﬁe study indicatés that
there are rooms for correction for the Thai producers aligning to the Council Directive most importantly
the maximum stocking density for rearing in evaporatively cooled houses, in which the Thai regulation
allows one kilogram higher than that of the EU. However, if the Thai producers prefer the production at
this extra density to reducing it, they must oblige to additional requirements which place an emphasis on
environmental coritrols and reduction in mortality. Other welfare aspects concerned by the EU and the
Thai producers must improve and prepare before aﬁdifed are light intensity, noise and duration of feed
withdrawal before slaughter. The competent authority according to the EU Directive who amends and
brings into force the regulation, performs inspections to verify compliance with the requirements and

certifies is likely to be the Department of Livestock Development.
