ABSTRACT

English idiomatic expressions are difficult to L2 learners to tackle real
meanings when used in natural communication. This study was conducted to improve
students’ idiomatic learning from the “Friends” series by using a Computer Assisted
Language Learning (CALL) program.

The subjects were 27 second year English minor students who enrolled the
411201 course, “English for Minor” at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences,
Khon Kaen University. The subjects were chosen by purposive sample technique.
It encompassed two aims: firstly, to enhance students’ idiomatic learning by using a
CALL program; secondly, to study students’ opinion toward the CALL program and
activities.

The study employed five research instruments, namely the CALL program, a
questionnaire, pre-test, post-test 1 and post-test 2, and students’ journal entries.
The Wilcoxon Matched-Paired Signed-Rank Test was used to check the statistical
significance at the 0.05 level.

The findings were as follows:

The students’ idiomatic learning was enhanced as indicated by the statistical
significance between the average scores of the pre-test and post-test. In addition, the
average scores of the post-test] and post-test 2 were analyzed and revealed that the
students still retained their idiomatic knowledge after one month later. Furthermore,
the analysis of the data from the questionnaire and the students’ journal entries
showed that they had positive opinions towards the CALL program and activities. It is
recommended that the program should be further improved and used it as self-access
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tool for students.
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
