The three major objectives of the study were

1. to find out the role of people in implementing the Police-for-People development
project of the police stations under the Provincial Police Division in Srisaket Province ;

2.t identify the factors affecting the people’s role in the project implementation ;

3. to use the research results as a guideline to improve the people’s role in this matter.

The population consisted of 147 members of the police Inspection Committees of the
police stations under the Provincial Police Division. The questionnaire to collect the data was
composed of three parts : 1) background information of the respondents, 2) the role of people in
implementing the Police-for People development project, and 3) open-ended questions on their
problems and their suggestions on solving the problems to improve then role. Percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the data.

The findings were summarized as follows :

1. Most members of the police inspection committees of the police stations were male.
They were 51 years old or more. Their education was below a Bachelor’s degree. They were
farmers/housewives. They had lived in the area for 41 years or more. They earned a monthly
income of more than 10,001 baht. They had no relatives who wo'rked as policemen. They used
to receive information related to the Police-for-People development project though the police

most and they knew only some aspects of the project.

2. The role of police inspection committees of the police stations was found to be high.
The role that had the highest mean was that “there is an event that the police must help people,
such as flooding, you will give good cooperation. Second to that was™ I used to attend the
meeting with the police station to find some way to develop the police station,” and that you
will give useful information for the police’s work. Both had an equal mean. The lowest mean
belonged to “I used to dedicate money and things to develop the police station™ (X = 2.80).

3. When the hypothesis were tested, the factors found to affect people’s role in
implementing the Police-for-People development project of the police stations under the
Provincial Police Division, Srisaket Province, were sex and knowledge about the project. On
the other hand, sex, education, occupation, number of residential years in locality, monthly

income, having relatives who worked as policemen and receiving related information.
