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Agricultural Housewives’Participation in Implimenting the One Tambon One Product:A
case study of Satun province

The two purpose of the study were:1)to find out the level of participation of agricultural
housewives in implimenting The One Tambon One Product (OTOP) project, and 2)to identify the
facter that made them participate in the OTOP project. 3)To point out problems and obstacles and
reccommentdation in the OTOP project.

The framework of the study included the independent variables: (1) the background
variables-age, marital status, education, occupation, income, length of time for which one was a
member of a social group-and (2) the environment variables, i.e., benefit from being a member of
the OTOP project. The dependent variables was participation of the agricultural housewives in the
project implementation.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from a sample group of 190
agricultural housewives. The statistics for data analysis was percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test and F-test.

The findings were summarized as follows:

The members of the agricultural housewives group were 45 years old or more. They were
married, they finished primary education. They were engaged in small trade and earned more than
5,000 Baht or more. They were member of the agricultural housewives group in 1-3 years. They

were ordinary members of the group. Besides this group, they were members of other social
group such as the saving group. The agricultural housewives were found to participate in

implementing the OTOP project at a high level. The aspect that they participated in most was
getting the benefits, followed by follow-up and evaluation. Moreover, they get benefit from being
members of the OTOP project at a high level. The benefit that they get most was that they
received more knowledge, followed by having unity. In addition, they were formed to have a
knowledge and understanding of the OTOP product implementation at a high level. The item that
they had the best knowledge was that they could earn more income by joining the OTOP product.
Next, they learnt that the OTOP product help generate employment in the community.

When the hypotheses were tested, the factors found to be significantly related to
the agricultural housewives’ participation in the OTOP project were age, occupation, education,
income, length of time for which one is a membership of a social group. On the contrary, the
factors that had no relationship with their participation in implementing the OTOP project were
marital status, and knowledge and understanding alert the project implementation.

Reccommentdation

1. The agricultural housewives group members should be made to see the
usefulness of participating in the OTOP project so that they will be interested in joining the
project.

2. There should be a training course on business management so that the

agriculture housewives would have a good knowledge and understanding of business

management,
