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Abstract*

The objective of this research is to study the creative process and individual
techniques of T.V. drama script writing. The researcher uses qualitative approach by in-
depth interviewing 6 T.V. drama script writers. Textual analysis is also use to analyze the
content of 12 T.V. drama scripts which had been broadcasted during 2005 — 2007.

The research result shows that the original script was inspirited by societal context as
well as the producers’ objective. The script writers can create story and play-text from two
sources. Firstis a plot driven script and the other is a character driven. The creations of plot
related place and time are necessities. The dialogues in the script are depicted from the
writers’ experiences and research. Original plots and themes of the book are kept in case
of adaptation though some additional subplots are added in order to have enough length for
the drama production. The writer can built the character somehow, for example remain main
character, discard some character, or. added new character. The writers try to keep the
original timing, location, and set as the original. The script writing process consists of

building inspiration, reading, researching, making plot, treatment, scenario and play-text.
